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FY2011 Congressional Budget Justification

Social Innovation Fund

The Corporation requests $60 million to fund the second year of the Social Innovation Fund (SIF), an increase of $10 million above the enacted FY 2010 appropriation. Through the Fund, grants in the range of $1 million to $10 million will be made available to a network of eligible intermediary grant making institutions. The SIF will stimulate and support this national network in identifying and investing in nonprofit community organizations so that they, in turn, can: (1) Produce measurable and transformational outcomes within specific issue areas or geographic regions; (2) Add to the store of evidence of effective approaches to achieving impact; and (3) Replicate and/or expand their proven initiatives to reach more Americans.

In addition, up to five percent of this appropriation will be used to evaluate the impact of the Corporation’s investment in the SIF Network. In FY 2010, SIF awards will be made to a select number of grant making intermediaries (or eligible partnerships) focused on improving measurable outcomes in the following priority areas:

· Increased economic opportunity;

· Preparing America’s youth for success in school, active citizenship, productive work, and healthy and safe lives; and

· Promoting healthy lifestyles and reducing the risk factors that can lead to illness.
